In 1996 he developed a technique of rendering
mythopoeic images from the unconscious using randomly applied ink-
blotting and line work.

He is a Fellow of the Joseph Campbell Foundation and member of the
Jung Center of Houston and Winter Street Studios.

CONTELLATIONISM

Constellationism is a method of drawing by which one randomly splatters ink onto a folded
piece of paper and blots it onto both sides for symmetry. When the eye sees symmetry, the
brain automatically begins to search for patterns, the blotting is repeated until one sees an
image. Because the subject matter is not predetermined, the image is allowed to permeate
from the unconscious into the conscious mind in a moment of inspiration and recognition.
Once the piece is fully rendered by adding line work and filling gaps, the results are quite
often archetypal and numinous in nature. Participants are guided through this process and
encouraged to explore the personal meaning and significance of their artwork in a free-
association manner in order to reveal the hidden strengths and potentialities hidden within
themselves.

Matt conducted three separate all-day workshops with our youth from Innes, Litchfield and
